I. Course Description

English 2 is an integrated speaking, listening, reading and writing course with a primary focus on speaking skills. This course includes the study of (1) speaking skills for basic communication (2) listening skills for comprehension (3) reading strategies to enhance reading fluency, and (4) writing skills to organize a cohesive paragraph.

II. Course Goals

Students will:
· Improve their listening, speaking, reading, and writing in order to advance to the Common Europe Framework of Reference (CEFR) A2 level.  Upon completion of this course, students will be proficient in the following areas:
· Speaking: Using phrases and sentences to describe everyday topics and communicate common   information

· Listening: Comprehending the main point of short, clear, simple messages and announcements

· Reading: Extracting information from very simple texts and finding specific, predictable information in simple everyday materials

· Writing: Writing short, simple notes, messages, and personal letters relating to matters in areas of immediate need

· Engage in conversation about everyday topics.
· Utilize vocabulary and grammar to discuss relevant topics in more elegant ways.
· Sharpen English presentation skills and writing ability.
